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BAT WING PULLOVER
ORIGINAL GARMENT: M.

AE - 4007

MATERIALS:
8(8,9) Balls COMFORT 50g
Colour - 4282

4 Balls JOY 50g
Colour - 1282

4mm Knitting needles
6mm Knitting needles
Stitch holder
Place marker

TENSION: 
16sts and 20rows = 10cm over rev stocking 
stitch using 6mm knitting needle.

ABBREVIATIONS:
alt - alternate
beg - begin(ning)
cont - continue
inc - increase
k - knit
M1 = make 1st by picking up horizontal 
loop before next st and k into back of it.   
p - purl
patt - pattern
PM - place marker
rem - remain(ing)
rep - repeat
rev - reverse
R(W)S - right (wrong) side 
R(W)SF - right (wrong) side facing
st(s) - stitch(es)

STITCHES USED: 
Double rib pattern (worked over 4sts + 2)
1st Row: K2 *p2, k2 to end.
2nd Row: P2,*k2, p2 to end.

Reverse stocking stitch
1st Row: (RSF), P.
2nd Row: (WSF), K.
Rep these 1st - 2nd rows.

PATTERN:
BACK:
With 6mm needle and COMFORT cast on 
90(100,110)sts and k 10 rows.
Starting with a p row cont in rev st st, until 
work measures 20cm from cast on edge.
TO SHAPE SIDES, Inc 1st at each end 
of next and every 6th row 10 times 

110(120,130)sts then in every alt row, 
5 times 120(130,140)sts.
PM at both ends of last row, work 15cm 
without shaping end with a k row.

SHAPE SHOULDERS:
Cast off 14(15,16)sts at the beg of next 
4 rows.
Cast off 13(15,18)sts at the beg of next 
2 rows.
Leave rem 38(40,40)sts on stitch holder.

FRONT:
Work as given for back until front 
measures 7cm less than back to shoulder 
line end with a k row.
SHAPE NECK:
Next row: P51(55,60)sts turn and leave rem 
sts on a stitch holder.
Work 10 rows dec 1st at neck edge in 
every row 41(45,50)sts.
Work straight until front matches back to 
shoulder line end k row.

SHAPE SHOULDER:
Next row: Cast off 14(15,16)sts p to end.
Next row: K to end.
Rep last 2 rows once then cast off rem sts.
With RSF return to sts left on holder, leave 
18(20,20)sts on holder at front neck, join 
yarn to rem sts and complete to match 
first side.

TO MAKE UP:
Sew right shoulder seam.
COLLAR: With RSF using 4mm 
needles and JOY pick up and 
k24(26,28)sts down left side of neck, k 
across front sts as foll, (k5, M1,) 3times k5, 
pick up and k24(26,28)sts up RS of neck 
and k across sts from holder at back as 
foll; (k8, M1) 3 times 110(118,122)sts.

Work in double rib patT for 10cm start with 
p2 and end WS.
Next row: *K1, M1, k1, p2, rep from * to 
end.
Next row: Work in k2, p3 to end and cont 
in patt as set until collar measures 20cm
Cast off in rib.
Sew left shoulder seam and collar ends.

CUFFS (BOTH ALIKE):
With RSF using 4mm needles and JOY pick 
up and k58(62,64)sts between marker at 
side edge and work in double rib patt for 
20(23,25)cm.
Cast off in rib. Join side and cuff seams.
Turn collar to outside.
