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SHAWL
ORIGINAL GARMENT: One size fits all.

AE - 3009

MATERIALS:
9 Balls LOVE 50g
Colour - 3260

4mm Crochet hook
8mm Crochet hook

TENSION: 
8sts x 5 rows = 10 x 10cm working in stitch 
pattern and an 8mm crochet hook.

MEASUREMENT:
Top Width: 220cm
Length from top to point: 100cm

ABBREVIATIONS:
ch – chain 
chsp – chain space 
con – continue
dtr – double treble 
prev – previous
RS – right side
sk – skip
st – stitch
tch – turning chain
tr – treble 
yo – yarn over

STITCHES USED:
Puff stitch:
Yo, insert hook in indicated st, pull yarn 
level with hook, yo again, pull level with 
hook, yo again, pull through all loops on 
hook, yo, pull through loop on hook to 
secure st.

V-stitch
In the same stitch work: Tr, ch, tr.

PATTERN:
With a 4mm hook, 5ch, make tr in 5th ch 
from hook and turn work. 
Change to a 8mm hook.

NOTE: 
5ch (= dtr, chsp) throughout the pattern.

1st Row: 5ch, (tr, ch) three times, dtr in last 
tr, turn.
2nd Row: 5ch, V-st in first and every chsp 
across, ch, 1dtr in 4th ch of tch, turn.
3rd Row: 5ch, puff st in first chsp, ch, puff st 
in each V-st across, ch, puff st in last chsp, 
ch, dtr in 4th ch of tch, turn.
4th Row: 5ch, V-st in first and every chsp 
across, ch, dtr in 4th ch of tch, turn.
Rep row 4 & 5 another 22 times.

BORDER:
After the last row as stipulated above, DO 
NOT TURN, and continue working down 
the side of the shawl.
1st Row: 5ch, work V-st around the post of 
each st up to the point at the bottom of 
the shawl, work (2tr, 2ch, 2tr) in the point 
at the bottom, then cont up the 
second side, working V-st around the post 
of each st, finish off with ch, dtr around 
the post of the last st, turn.
2nd Row: 5ch, V-st in the first chsp, V-st in 
each V-st across, up to the point, (2tr, 2ch, 
2tr) in the point of the prev row, cont up 
the second side, working V-st in each V-st 
across, ch, V-st, ch, dtr in the last chsp. 
Fasten off.

TASSELS:
Cut 30cm lengths of yarn. Use 5 stands 
per tassel, using the picture as a guide, 
add tassels at regular intervals all around 
the sides. Weave in all loose ends.

Block to measurement, cover work with  a 
damp towels or spray with water. Leave 
to dry.
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
