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COCOON SHRUG
AE - 4010

MATERIALS:
11 (13) Balls COMFORT 50g in Colour 4076
4.50mm & 5.00mm Crochet Hooks
Tapestry Needle
Scissors
2x Stitch markers

GAUGE:
10 sts x 8 rows using a 4.50mm hook = 
10x10cm

ABBREVIATIONS:
ch – chain
chsp – chain space
htr – half treble
rep - repeat
slst – slip stitch
sk – skip
tr – treble
v-st – (1tr, ch1, 1tr)

IMPORTANT PATTERN NOTES:
• Pattern is written in UK terminology
• Work ch3 at the beginning of tr rows.    	
This counts as a stitch.
• Work ch1 at the beginning of htr rows, 
this doesn’t count as a stitch.

INSTRUCTIONS:
Using a 5.00mm hook, loosely ch 109 
(125).
Row 1: Change to the 4.50mm hook and 
insert hook in the 5th ch from the hook 
and work (1tr, ch1, 1tr), sk next ch, *(1tr, 
ch1, 1tr) in next ch, sk next ch*, rep from * 
to last ch, 1tr in last ch, turn. 
Row 2: Ch3, *(1tr, ch1, 1tr) in the next 
1chsp*, rep from * to last tr, 1tr in last tr, 
turn.
Row 3 onwards: Rep row 2 until piece 
measures 85cm.
Fasten off.

Fold the piece in half lengthways, and 
sew the side seams together, leaving a 
14cm (when folded double) opening 
for the armholes. For larger or smaller 
armholes, simply leave a larger or smaller 
opening. 

RIBBING:
Place a stitch marker at each sleeve 
seam and join yarn at the sleeve seam. 
Remember to move the stitch markers 
with each of the next two rows.

Row 1: Ch1, work 2htr between each v-st 
all around, close with a slst.
Row 2: Ch1, work 1htr in each htr all 
around.

COLLAR:
Row 1: Ch1, work 1htr in each st to next 
stitch marker, turn. 
Row 2 onwards: Continue working in rows 
of htr, but only on the section between 
the stitch markers until the collar measures 
15cm or preferred length.

FINISH UP:
Weave in all remaining loose ends.
