patt correct. Inc by picking up thread FRE M CROCHET | FREE PATIERN
between first 2 and last 2 sts and k tbl of st
thus made.

Inc at each end of next and every
following 8th(6th, éth) row to 64(82,90) sts.
Mark the first and last increases made.
Continue straight until work measures
35(37, 39)cm. Change to 5Smm needles
and continue in moss stitch pattern until
work measures 200(214, 216)cm from beg.

Change to 4mm needles and 1x1 rib. Rib
until the 2nd sleeve is as long as the 1st
sleeve up to the last inc worked.

SPECIAL NOTE - when dec keep paft
correct. Dec at beg of the row by knit-
ting 2tog tbl and at the end of the row by
k2tog. Always k 1st at each end of every
row worked to keep the edges neat.

Neatly sew up ribs to form sleeves. Darn all
loose ends neatly into the garment.
